BEGINNERS’ COURSE APPLICATION FORM

Thank you for your interest, and welcome to Crystal Palace Bowmen.

The course costs £80 and comprises of six consecutive sessions over 6 weeks.  The costs cover all the equipment required as well as coaching fees, insurance etc.

There is a minimum age of 10 years, although this is at the discretion of the club as some juniors under that age are more physically developed than others.  All Juniors on the course must be accompanied by their parent / guardian at all times.  All our coaches are fully qualified by Archery GB and are subject to strict Enhance DBS checks.

Please bring an umbrella as there is limited shelter.  If the weather is so bad on any evening that we cannot shoot that session will be added on to the end of the course. 

The venue is the Old Dunstonian’s sports ground, which is best reached by turning into St. Dunstan’s Lane from Wickham Way.   Please note:- there is no vehicular access from South Eden Park Road past Langley Park School. The post code BR3 3SS and WhatThreeWords are: ///shot.backup.bath

Covid-19

Usually, we would sort out the right equipment for you at the start on the first day, and then change things that are not working for you.  Since it can take 3 days for the virus to die on some surfaces, we will try to sort out your equipment and quarantine it before you start. 

Since only you or a member of your household should touch the equipment allocated to you, you (or a member of your household) should be able to pull arrows that may be in the top of the target, which is just under 2m high. You also need to be able to pick arrows up from the ground.

Draw Length and Arrow Length.

This diagram shows one way a coach would check that your arrows are long enough, but we cannot do that, so you will have to measure the length, so we can pick the right arrows. 
Your bow hand is the opposite to your writing hand. Grip the end of a tape measure between your thumb on your bow hand and side of your hand. Pull the other end of the tape to the tip of your nose. Make sure your bow arm is straight out to the side and you are looking forward. Grip the tape at the tip of your nose and read off the measurement. 
 


An alternative method is to measure your arm-span and divide by 2.5. Stand with your arms apart at shoulder height and measure from fingertip to fingertip.



We will use your draw length, age, and height to find the best bow and arrows for you.
